WEST POINT AREA HISTORICAL SOCIETY

MINUTES

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.84, the West Point Area Historical Society held a meeting on Tuesday, November 5, 2013, at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  It was also placed on the Historical Society web site, Facebook and Twitter.

Agenda #1 – Call to Order – Acting President Mary Ann Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.  Members present were Mary Ann Johnson, Kristine Lehman, Della Ryan, Joan Ryan, Terri Hancock and Emily Carncross.  Chris Ryan arrived at 8:10 p.m..
Agenda #2 – Pledge of Allegiance
Agenda #3 – Correspondence -  Donna Kessnich has done some research on who is in the photograph of the Gotschall school and sent the names to the Society.  Emily Carncross pointed out that the 2014 calendar page on veterans is misleading because Dale Waugh has a monument in the cemetery but is still living.  

Agenda #4 – Public Input or future agenda items not a discussion item – None.

Agenda #5 – Approval of Minutes for September 10, 2013 – The minutes had been emailed to the Historical Society members prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by Joan Ryan to approve the minutes of September 10, 2013, second by Terri Hancock – motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda #6 – Treasurer’s Report – There is a balance of $2,940.24 in our Society account.  There is a zero balance left in the town budgeted account after the bill for the printing of the calendars was paid. A motion was made by Emily Carncross, seconded by Joan Ryan to accept the treasurer’s report. – motion carried unanimously.  
Agenda #7 – 2014 Calendar Report – There are 31 calendars left.  Kris Lehman will sell calendars at the November Town of West Point meeting as she will be giving the annual report to the board that night.  Mary Ann Johnson will send out a list of other meetings so people can volunteer to sell. 
Agenda #8 – Holiday Open House – The suggestion was made to send a special invitation to our calendar sponsors.  Mary Ann Johnson and Kris Lehman will work on this.  Emily Carncross stated that The Star will run an Open House ad if you provide a photo and a line or two a week or so before the event.  Kris Lehman will try to remember to do this.
Chris Ryan will put out items from our collections for display.  Terri Hancock and Joan Ryan will try to have a slideshow going on a laptop during the Open House. We are also looking for help in decorating the room that night and asked Chris Ryan to think about table decorations as she has had great ideas in the past. Kris Lehman will ask Edie Eberle if she is available to help decorate and make coffee.

The group discussed a simple gift for Open House attendees that night; perhaps a photo magnet.  Chris Ryan was asked if she could take a suitable photo of the new Ryan Park shelter.  Kris Lehman will look at magnet backings.

Mary Ann Johnson will provide hot apple cider.  Everyone else is asked to bring whatever treats they can. 
Agenda #9 –Establish dates for calendar picture training.  After the holidays, Terri Hancock will set some dates for working sessions on how to put together a calendar page.  
Agenda #10 – Update data base of accessioned items –  After the holidays, we will take a look at the data base and see what the issues are that Chris Ryan is having.  
Agenda #11 – Update for web site – Corrections still need to be made to the web site after the site was hacked. We believe the town has signed a support agreement with the provider for any further issues.
Agenda #12 – Ideas for Summer School – Society members discussed the opportunity to participate in the School District of Lodi’s summer school program.  Beth Sokol teaches a Lodi History class and looks for community involvement.  The suggestion was made to offer a one-day program centered on the life of the Old School House.  We could offer our slide show about the relocation that took place and a history of the building’s use as a school, town hall and now, as a Fairgrounds building.  Opportunities for students to trace the route taken when the building was moved, how the community funded the move and restoration, the work of restoring the building, etc.  Kris Lehman will discuss with Beth Sokol.
Agenda #13 – Computer – replace or repair? – The USB port has stopped working on the computer.  Mary Ann Johnson discussed with a computer technician who said this is a sign of the computer failing.  Our scanner is also older and there are no drivers available for it.  It was recommended that we investigate buying an all new system that would be compatible with the clerk’s office.  A laptop with a docking station would be ideal so that we could use the laptop in the hall for presentations but dock it in the office and use as a regular desk top also.
A motion was made by Chris Ryan and seconded by Joan Ryan to have Mary Ann Johnson investigate the purchase of a new computer system that runs on Windows 7 including a printer/scanner - motion carried unanimously.

Agenda #15-Adjourn. – A motion was made by Emily Carncross, seconded by Chris Ryan to adjorn the meeting at 8:52. p.m. Motion carried unanimously.
