
Town of West Point
Plan Commission Minutes 

 June 6, 2012

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes s. 19.84 the Plan Commission of the Town of West Point held its semi-monthly meeting on Wednesday, June 6, 2012 at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting agenda was posted in three places as required by law and on the town’s web site. Gordon Carncross called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  Members present were: Kevin Kessler (late 7:13 p.m.), Nathan Sawyer, Wayne Houston, Gordon Carncross (Town Board Representative), and Byron Olson. Also present were Edith K. Eberle, Town Clerk.  Excused absent was: Fred Madison.


Agenda #2 – Approval of Agenda – A motion was made by Byron Olson to approve the agenda as presented, 2nd by Nathan Sawyer – motion carried unanimously.


Agenda #3 Approve Minutes – Copies of the May 16, 2012 Plan Commission minutes had been emailed to each member for their review. A motion was made by Wayne Houston to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Byron Olson – motion carried unanimously.

Kevin Kessler chaired the meeting at 7:13 p.m.

Agenda #4 Correspondences – Kevin Kessler updated the Plan Commission on Crystal Lake water problem.  Plan Commission and Town Board members going to the Farmland Preservation meeting on June 7, 2012 in Arlington should meet at the Town Hall at 5:45 p.m. if they would like to car pool.  They will be leaving at 6:00 p.m.

Agenda #6 Public Hearing for a Variance Application request for Ron and Harriet Ghering – Tax Parcel #674 – N2369 Pleasant View Circle, Lodi, WI 53555.  The property is located in Section 11,  Town 10N – Range 7E, Lot 24 – Pleasant View Resort.  The Variance request is to Section 16-5-40 of the Columbia County Shoreland Wetland Protection Ordinance.  The public hearing started at 7:15 p.m.  Edith Eberle, Town Clerk stated that she had sent 23 letters to adjacent landowners within 500 feet.  Craig Meister representing the Ghering’s explained that due to shoreline ice damage they have applied with DNR permit for shoreline restoration.  Craig Meister explained that the timbers walls and steps are deteriorating and will be replaced with natural stone.  A plan was presented to the Plan Commission for their review. They will be tying in the landscaping with the Manke’s (neighbors) project.  Craig Meister explained that they may have to redo the patio, but it will be in the same foot print as the current patio.  There is one pillar of the current patio that may have to be removed during construction but would be replaced in the same location after construction is completed.  There will be a rain garden put in to help with the erosion from water runoff.  Ron and Harriet Ghering were present. There was no one present that objected to the Ghering’s variance.  The public hearing was closed at 7:23 p.m.

Agenda #7 Variance Application request for Ron and Harriet Ghering – Tax Parcel #674 – N2369 Pleasant View Circle, Lodi, WI 53555.  The property is located in Section 11,  Town 10N – Range 7E, Lot 24 – Pleasant View Resort.  The Variance request is to Section 16-5-40 of the Columbia County Shoreland Wetland Protection Ordinance.   A motion was made by Byron Olson to recommend to the Town Board approval of the variance request to Section 16-5-40 of the Columbia County Shoreland Wetland Protection Ordinance, 2nd by Wayne Houston - motion carried unanimously.  They will be starting construction around June 18th on the Manke property and 3 to 4 weeks after that will start on the Ghering property.


Agenda #8 New Columbia County Zoning Ordinance – Kevin Kessler stated Attorney Jeff Clark will be at the July 5th Plan Commission meeting.  There was no action taken on Columbia County Zoning Ordinance.


Agenda #9 Election of Plan Commission Officers – Kevin Kessler opened the election of Plan Commission Officers – A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to nominate Kevin Kessler as chairman of the Plan Commission, 2nd by Byron Olson – there were no other nominations – nominations were closed.  The motion was carried unanimously. Kevin Kessler will be chairman of the Plan Commission.  

A motion was made by Nathan Sawyer to nominate Gordon Carncross as vice chairman, 2nd by Wayne Houston - there were no other nominations – nominations were closed. The motion was carried unanimously.  Gordon Carncross will be vice chairman of the Plan Commission.  

The Town Clerk or Deputy Clerk will be taking the minutes of the Plan Commission.


Agenda #10 Town Board Report – Gordon Carncross gave a report on the May 10, 2012 Town Board meeting.
