Pursuant to WI State Statues 60.12 the annual town meeting of the Town of West Point was held on Tuesday, April 13, 2010 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published, posted in three places and on the web site.  There were 23 people present.


Dean Schwarz, Town Chairman called the annual town meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.


The pledge of allegiance was said.


A motion was made by Matt Zeman to vote by a show of hands, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 23 – no 0 – motion carried.

The financial report for 2009 was presented to the people for their consideration.  The financial report was also handed out on Election Day.  Chairman Dean Schwarz went over each account of the financial report which was prepared by Edith Eberle, town clerk and Lonna Zeman, town treasurer.  The balances on hand as of December 31, 2009 were as follows:

Questions from town residents were answered.  A motion was made by Emily Carncross to accept the 2009 Financial Statement as presented, 2nd by Clifford Schweppe – yes 23 – no 0 – motion carried.

The minutes were read for the April 14, 2009 annual town meeting by the town clerk Edith Eberle.  A motion was made by Lonna Zeman to approve the minutes with one date change, 2nd by John Miller – yes 23 – no 0 – motion carried.

Making a donation to Garden Bluff Cemetery was brought up to the town residents for consideration.  A motion was made by John Miller to donate $800.00 to Garden Bluff Cemetery, 2nd by Fred Thistle – yes 23 – no 0 – motion carried.

Making a donation to the Lodi Library was brought up to the town residents for consideration.  Ron Grasshoff asked why the Town of West Point does not give a donation to Sauk and Prairie du Sac libraries. A motion was made by Fred Thistle not to make a donation Lodi Library, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 19 – no 4 – motion carried.

Fred Thistle asked why the elector was not voting on Highway Matching Funds.  Chairman Dean Schwarz explained that at budget time the town board decided not to do Highway Matching funds and to use money toward fixing Gannon Road.  Town Clerk Edith Kay Eberle stated that the Highway Matching funds could not be used for Gannon Road because of FEMA funds.
Ron Grasshoff gave the following update from the Outdoor Open Space Committee.  Ron Grasshoff stated the committee has been meeting for the past 6 months and are looking into planting native plants on 3 acres in the storm water retention area at Ryan Park.  There will not be much cost to the town as the seeds will be donated.
The Special Town Meeting will be on November 9, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the Annual Town meeting at 8:10 p.m., 2nd by Tom Eberle – yes 23 – no 0 – motion carried.
