TOWN OF WEST POINT

There was a meeting with residents that live on Hillcrest Drive and Ice Age Trail representatives (DNR representative didn’t come because of bad roads) at 6:00 p.m. at the West Point Town Hall.  The residents on Hillcrest Drive have concerns on hunting on DNR land, and parking on Slack Road and Hillcrest Drive.

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 9, 2010 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town.  


The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 6:40 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor.  Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer. 


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

A motion was made by Matt Zeman to move agenda around as people are present, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.

A public hearing was held on the Amendments to the Town of West Point Comprehensive Plan 2030.  The proposed changes were made to Element 9 (Implementation) Table 9-1 which is the timeline.  The timeline was updated by the Plan Commission and recommended to the town board for their consideration.  There was no public comment for or against the proposed changes to Table 9-1.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to close the public hearing on the Amendment to the Town of West Point Comprehensive Plan 2030 – Element 9 – Table 9-1, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.

A public hearing was held on the proposed amendments to Chapter 6 (Land Division) of the Town of West Point Code of Ordinance.  The proposed changes are to comply with new state regulations.  There was no public comment for or against the proposed changes to Chapter 6 (Land Division).  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to close the public hearing for Chapter 6 – Land Division of the Town of West Point Code of Ordinances, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.
Citizen Input:  The Town Board presented the $4,000.00 check to Jennifer Endres resprestative for the Ruth Culver Community Library. 
Copies of the November 11th meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by Matt Zeman to approve the November 11th minutes, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of November 30, 2010 - $179,073.60; Park Fund $3,257.40 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,167.52 is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $3081.12; and CD Savannah Tree is $2,097.99.  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of November.

The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting.  A copy of the bills, deposits and budget for 2010 were given to each town board member for their information.  A motion was made by John Miller to pay all the bills that were presented, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously.  

Correspondence – Thank you from Jennifer Endres for West Point donation to the Ruth Culver Community Library; Email from Anne Hassler to Mr. Eakle concerning the attorney billing for Evert’s CSM; Wisline Teleconference Series dates for 2010-2011; and an email on Local Roads Improvement Program is available for online viewing.
Amendment to the Town of West Point Comprehensive Plan 2030 was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the amendments to the Town of West Point Comprehensive Plan 2030, Element 9 (Implementation) Table 9-1 timeline, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.
Proposed amendments to Chapter 6 (Land Division) of the Town’s Code of Ordinances was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve Ordinance #12-9-10 the amendments to Chapter 6 (Land Division) as presented, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.

Attorney Jeff Clark had prepared a Cable Television Franchise Agreement for Merrimac Communications for the Town Board consideration.  The Town Board would like to review the proposed agreement. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action Cable Television Franchise Agreement for Merrimac Communications, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.

A letter from Attorney Jeff Clark has sent a copy of the proposed Personal Representative’s Deed for Outlot 3 located on Fjords Road was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  This will be a gift of land from Kenneth Siemers Estate.  There will be a cost of $30.00 to record the deed which would be paid by the Town of West Point.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to accept the Outlot 3 on Fjords Road; 2nd by Matt Zeman – The motion was amended to include that the Town of West Point will pay $30.00 to record the deed, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.
A safety issue with school bus turning around at the end of Slack Road was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  The Town Board feels that there should be a turn around for the school bus.  A motion was made by John Miller to have the Chuck Bongard Town Engineer, Joe Clark and Dean Schwarz Town Chairman meet to layout a proposal for a turn around for school bus and to postpone action until a proposal is prepared, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.

The residents on Slack Road and Hillcrest Drive came to the Town Board asking for consideration of putting up No Parking Signs as a safety issue.  There was discussion with residents present and the Town Board.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action on No Parking Signs on Slack Road and Hillcrest Drive to have Dean Schwarz Town Chairman meet with Jim Cross from Columbia County Highway to see were the best placement of the signs, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.
There is new compliance dates for Road Signs as follows:

· revision of letter heights (January 9, 2012), 
· background colors of signs, retroreflectivity (January 22, 2018),
· speed signs letter height (January 9, 2012)
· pictographs on Street Name (no compliance date)

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Columbia County Highway do Roads Signs to comply with the rules for signs and to replace the signs that are needed with the approval Dean Schwarz Town Chairman, and to have Robert Davis do street signs, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that Robert Davis has completed mowing of Town Roads.  There are trees that need to be removed on Town Roads at a later date.


Dave Padley came before the Town Board on the Easement for Fish, Crystal and Mud Lake District for Laying Pipe in the right of way on Schoepp and Barta Road.  Chuck Bongard Town Engineer had written a letter to Mr. Brian Hinrichs the following concerns:
· Road crossing shall be restored with 12-inches of crushed aggregate base course and 3-inches of hot mix asphalt.  Field road shall be restored with 12-inches of crushed aggregate base course.

· All areas outside of roadways shall be graded to pre-construction conditions and restored with a minimum of 4-inches of topsoil and be seeded, fertilized and mulched.

· The force main from Station 38+00 to 48+00 is shown to be 7 to 7.5 feet from the edge of the pavement.  This distance should be increased to a minimum of 10 feet to ensure the integrity of the pavement structure on Schoepp Road is not compromised.

· The plan shows five trees to be removed from Station 54+50 to Station 60+00.  The force main route should be revised to preserve these trees.

Bill Niemi stated he felt that there is no issue with taking the trees down.  The Lake District is hoping to put the project out for bids early in 2011. The department of Commence has approved the project.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action on the easement permit, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried. 

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to send the 2010 check for $5,000.00 to the Lake District and to take the engineer fees for the right of way out of the Lake District 2011 budget which is $5,000.00, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.

Adopting Comm. 16 of the Wisconsin Electrical Code was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve adopting Comm. 16 of the Wisconsin Electrical Code to keep local control, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.


Son Electric, Inc presented the Town Board with a proposal for yearly maintenance for the Town’s generator.  The proposal would be as follows:

· Would propose to furnish and install new oil filter, oil and air filter

· Old oil to be recycled properly
· Test battery

· Test run the generator under load.

· Test voltage and amperage output

· Visually check all components and check programmable diagnostics

· For a yearly price of $125.00

· Price valid for three years with signed contract

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to sign a three (3) year contact for maintenance for the Town’s generator at a cost of $125.00 per year, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.


A motion was made by Matt Zeman to set the Town Caucus for Thursday, January 13, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. with the regular town board to follow the caucus, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.

Berm at Lot 9’s entrance on Selwood Road within the Town’s right of way was brought up to the Town Board for their consideration.  Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that it is a flag lot and that part of the Berm may be in the Town’s right of way.  The neighbor is challenging MEI for their approval of Lot 9 improvments. After discussion a motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action to allow Mary from MEI to review the notes, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Dean Schwarz updates the Town Board members on town business during the last month.


 Columbia County Town Advisory Committee – each town board member has received copies of the Preliminary draft of the revised Columbia County Zoning Ordinance for their information.  The public forum will be on January 20, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Arlington Village Hall.

Plan Commission – no report.


Town Park Committee – no report.


Copies of the minutes from Lodi Fire Commission meeting held on November 10, 2010 were given to each Town Board member.  Kim Slezak reported on the December 8, 2010 meeting at which the President of the Fire Commission resigned.  Kim Slezak stated that there is a problem with fire staffing during the day and that they may have to look at mutual aid.

 Bill Niemi stated there as a Sauk Fire District Officers meeting was held November 17, 2010.


Dean Schwarz reported that the Outdoor Open Space Committee had seeded down the field at the town hall and that the next meeting will be in February.  


Matt Zeman reported that there are no issues at the Transfer Site.

John Miller reported on the Sauk EMS Committee meeting held on November 18, 2010.


Lodi EMS Committee – no report.

Columbia County Report – no report.

The next town board meeting will be on Thursday, January 13, 2011 immediately following the Town Caucus which states at 6:30 p.m. on the agenda is: Hunting on Slack Hill; Franchise Agreement for Merrimac Communications; Safety Issue with School Bus turn around at the end of Slack Road; No Parking Signs on Slack Road;  Lowering Speed on Slack Road and Hillcrest Drive;Town Roads; Easement for Fish, Crystal and Mud Lake District for laying pipe in the right of way on Schoepp and Barta Roads; Berning at Lot 9 entrance on Selwood Road with in the Town’s right of way; Committee Reports; and any other business that may legally put on the agenda.
A motion was made by John Miller to adjourn the December 9, 2010 town board meeting at 8:20 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.
