TOWN OF WEST POINT
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, July 12, 2012 at the West Point Town Hall. The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town's web site.
The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 7:00 p.m. The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-lst Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor. Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.
A motion was made Matt Zeman to move the agenda items around when the Town Attorney arrives, 2nd by John Miller- motion carried unanimously.
Citizen Input: None
Copies of the June 14, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by Matt Zeman to approve the June 14, 2012 minutes with a change of date, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously.
Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of June 30, 2012 - $10,524.87; Park Fund $3,284.19 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,191.41is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $2,497.81; and Savannah Tree is $2,124.28 it was converted to a 1 year CD. The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of June.
Correspondence - Permit for Gas Main Extension for Madison Gas & Electric Company for W13915 Selwood Drive; Town of Roxbury Comprehensive Plan; Plan Service Commission of Wisconsin on Strategic Energy Assessment; Dean Schwarz stated that the state of Wisconsin may be purchasing the rail corridor from Reedsburg to Madison; Gordon Carncross had the following information: Columbia County needs to assign fire numbers for locations in the Town of West Point (Garden Bluff Cemetery etc.); Robert Davis needs to wear a safety vest when mowing; Columbia County Highway is working on a new billing system; Kevin Kessler and Gordon Carncross attended a meeting on the proposed Farmland Preservation Ordinance for Columbia County; also Gordon Carncross mentioned in the Wisconsin Town's Association July magazine there is an article on making rural town broadband infrastructure the Town board members may want to look and the Town of West Point may want to do the same; Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that MSA has offered to write a grant for a handicap pier at ferry landing.
The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting. A copy of the bills, deposits, budget for 2012 were given to each town board member for their information. 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi questioned the bill from Columbia County Highway- Dean Schwarz; Town Chairman will talk to Columbia County Highway about the maintenance bill. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay the bills as presented, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously.
An application for an operator license for Tiffany M. Breunig at Lake Wisconsin Country Club, Inc. was presented to the Town Board for consideration. A motion was made by Matt Zeman, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously.
Greg and Karmin Enge came before the Town Board asking their consideration for purchasing 35 acres from his parents (Delorman and Louise Enge; they are doing a plat of survey instead of a CSM. The Plan Commission is recommending to the Town Board to approve the Plat of Survey for Greg and Karmin Enge with the following conditions:
1. Waive the submittal of additional materials normally required by as 6.04(B)(1),(2),(3),(4) and (6) of the ordinance, and
2. Waive the public hearing requirement of s. 6.05(d)(2); and
3. Recommend to the Town Board that they accept a Plat of Survey and waive the requirement for a CSM under s.6.09(A); and
4. Recommend to the Town Board that they waive the submittal of materials required by s. 6.05(1),(3) and (4) for a preliminary plat review; and
5. Recommend to the Town Board that they conditionally approve the Plat of Survey subject to:

Final   Review   and   approval   by the Town   Attorney of the
Declaration of Covenants and the Driveway agreement; and
b.
Submission of satisfactory evidence of title for the parent parcel
including the proposed property.
The vote of the Plan Commission was unanimous to approve the Enge's Land Division. The Plan Commission will be working with the Town Attorney to update the current land division ordinance. 2nd Supervisor Gordon Carncross stated the in the proposed farmland preservation ordinance would require the Enge’s to rezone to rural residential. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the Enge Plat of Survey as follows:
1. Waive the submittal of additional materials normally required by as 6.04(B)(1),(2),(3),(4) and (6) of the ordinance, and
2. Waive the public hearing requirement of s. 6.05(d)(2); and
3. Recommend to the Town Board that they accept a Plat of Survey and waive the requirement for a CSM under s.6.09(A); and
4. Recommend to the Town Board that they waive the submittal of materials required by s. 6.05(1),(3) and (4) for a preliminary plat review; and
5. Recommend to the Town Board that they conditionally approve the Plat of Survey subject to:

Final   Review   and   approval   by the Town   Attorney of the
Declaration of Covenants and the Driveway agreement; and
b.
Submission of satisfactory evidence of title for the parent parcel
including the proposed property.
2nd by John Miller, motion was carried unanimously.
Town Chairman, Dean Schwarz is recommending to the town board the appointment of Ashley Nedeau-Owen to the Plan Commission. Chairman Dean Schwarz introduced Ashley Nedeau-Owen and he gave his qualifications etc. A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve Ashley Nedeau-Owen to the Plan Commission for three years, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.

Edith Eberle, Town Clerk swore in Kevin Kessler and Ashley Nedeau-Owen for the Plan Commission for the next three years.
Resolution #7-12-2012-A to adopt Columbia County Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance in the Town of West Point was presented to the Town Board for their consideration. A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to adopt Resolution #7-12-2012 to adopt Columbia County Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance in the Town of West Point, 2nd by John Miller- motion carried unanimously.
A motion was made by Matt Zeman to postpone review of the UDC code, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.

3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi stated that he is working on filling out the application for a raffle license for funding raising for a park shelter.   A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to redo the application and to add Matt Zeman as chairman for the fund raising for the park shelter, and to make out a check for $25.00 for the raffle license, 2nd John Miller- motion carried unanimously.
Setting up a Memorial Account for donations that are made to the Town of West Point for the Park Shelter was brought up to the Town Board for consideration. Chairman Dean Schwarz suggested a separate line item in the budget for endowments for projects keep principal and spend interest to go as administration costs. A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to do a memorial/donation line item in the budget and to make a list of designated gifts, 2nd by John Miller-motion carried unanimously.
The Town of West Point is hosting the Sauk Prairie School Board on July 30, 2012. The following is the menu we will be serving: Shredded Chicken for Sandwiches; John Miller - Dessert; Dean Schwarz - Tossed Salad; Matt Zeman -Potato Salad; Bill Niemi - Dessert; Edith Eberle - Buns; Gordon Carncross -Broccoli Salad and Emily Carncross will make the Shredded Chicken.
There is a meeting on July 30th on Columbia County Highway billing which the Town Board members cannot attend due to the Sauk Prairie School Board meeting at the Town of West Point. Kevin Kessler volunteered to attend the meeting for the Town Board.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Kevin Kessler attend the meeting representing the Town of West Point, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.
Attorney Jeff Clark presented the following information on vacating
Boehmer, Hanneman, Greimel and Price Roads:

Boehmer Road - needs to have a survey done to look at the intersection Greimel Road - needs to have a survey done to look at the intersection Price Drive - needs to have a survey done to look at the intersection Hanneman - cannot be vacating as it would land lock property owners

After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to get a quote for having a survey done at  each Intersection and report back at the August Town Board meeting, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.
Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer is working on culvert projects on State Highway 188, and  Chrislaw Road and will report back at the August Town Board meeting.
The Town Board talked about trees that are leaning over town roads that need to be trimmed. The Town Board is to get a list together to give to Robert Davis and to have the work done in a timely manner of one month.
3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi asked the Town Board to consider paying Curtis Ryan for Park Shelter drawings and for updated plans for the new proposed Park Shelter. Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer will also give the committee plans to review for a park shelter. A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to pay Curtis Ryan up to $300.00 for plans for the proposed Park Shelter, 2nd by John Miller- motion carried unanimously.
Resolution #7/12/2012 for Sheila Landsverk was presented to the Town Board for their consideration. There was discussion on why some are recognized and others are not. Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that it was his fault that he didn't do resolution for all elected officials and appointed officials for the last eight years that he has been Chairman. A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to sign Resolution #7/12/2012 for Sheila Landsverk and to be more consistent on doing Resolutions for all elected and appointed people, 2nd by Matt Zeman -motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Dean Schwarz, representing the City of Lodi, Town of Lodi and the Town of West Point is asking for $200.00 for seed money to do a Columbia County Silent Sport Committee Grant. The State of Wisconsin is considering purchasing and doing a Route 30 from Reedsburg to Madison. A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to contribute $200.00 towards the joint grant with the City of Lodi, Town of Lodi and Town of West Point for the proposed Route 30 which will link up from Minneapolis to Madison for bicycles, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.
Town Park Committee - Bill Niemi reported on the July 10, 2012 meeting. There is a park committee member that will loan the Town of West Point the money to build a park pavilion at no cost to the Town. The money will be paid by donations. The approximate cost of the pavilion is $25,000.00. There was a question to Town Attorney Jeff Clark on whether the pavilion construction costs  needs to go out for bids. Attorney Jeff Clark stated that it is ok if different contractors bid different areas. There are people interested in doing volunteer labor. The Town of West Point is applying to the Department of Administration-Gaming for a raffle permit.

Columbia County Report - Kevin Kessler stated that they are working on the 2013 budget.
Fish, Crystal and Mud Lake District/Pumping-the no wake has been lifted and Dave Padley is pumping water from Crystal Lake to water his agricultural crops.
The next town board meeting will be on Thursday, August 9, 2012 on the agenda is: Brushing, donation for Park Shelter for interest Free Loan; Changes made to the Timeline for Public Hearings for the Plan Commission; Length of Driveway in the Driveway Ordinance; Non Metallic Mining Ordinance; Land Division Ordinance Revisions for Large Parcels; Money in Lieu of Taxes to be Budgeted for maintenance and projects designate by the Outdoor Open Space Natural Area Committee; Stewardship agreement between the Town of West Point and the Friends of Scenic Lodi Valley for management of the Ryan Park Prairie planting; Memorial Account for Donations to the Town of West Point; Appointment of 2 members to the Historical Commission; Vacating Roads; Committee Reports and any other business that may legally brought before the Town Board.
A motion was made by John Miller to adjourn the July 12, 2012 town board meeting at 9:40 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.
