
TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, June 14, 2012 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  

The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 6:55 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor.  Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer. 


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Citizen Input:  Sheila Landsverk asked to speak on Agenda #18.
Copies of the May 10, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the May 10, 2012 minutes will one revision, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried unanimously.

Copies of the May 22, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the May 22, 2012 minutes as presented, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of May 31, 2012 - $242,243.17; Park Fund $3,284.19 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,191.41is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $2,366.43; and Savannah Tree is $2,124.28 it was converted to a 1 year CD.  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of May.  The Town Board stated Lonna Zeman did a good job on refinancing the loan with the Bank of Prairie du Sac.

Application for a Non-Intoxicating Beverage License from Treinen Farm LLC was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to grant the Non-Intoxicating Beverage License to Treinen Farm LLC, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 

Review the UDC Code for the Town of West Point was brought up for discussion.  Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that the Town Attorney Jeff Clark is working on revising the driveway length of the Town Ordinances and will be at the Plan Commission meeting on July 5, 2012 with a proposed draft revision.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the Town Chairman and Town Attorney work together on revising the driveway length in the Town Ordinance, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously. 
The Town Clerk had given each Town Board information/application on obtaining a raffle license for a Park Shelter at Ryan Park.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to have the Park Committee file for a raffle permit, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously. 
A motion was made to postpone action on money in Lieu of Taxes to be budgeted for maintenance and projects designated by the Outdoor Open Space Natural Area Committee as the committee will be meeting on June 18, 2012, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action on stewardship agreement between the Town of West Point and the Friends of Scenic Lodi Valley for management of the Ryan Park prairie planting, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action on setting up a Memorial Account for Donation made to the Town of West Point, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously. 

Reaffirming the votes cast at the May 10, 2012 Town Board meeting regarding reappointment of Sheila Landsverk to the Plan Commission.  Town Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that he was wrong that the Town Ordinance states the Town Chairperson shall appoint a citizen member to the Plan Commission, subject to approval of the Town Board; therefore he was wrong to state that he was appointing Sheila Landsverk to the Plan Commission without Town Board approval.  The vote stands at 2 yes and 3 no – not to reappoint Sheila Landsverk to the Plan Commission.  Sheila Landsverk read a statement to the Town Board.

A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action on appointment to the Plan Commission and 2 appointments to the Historical Commission, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.   The Town Board asked the Town Chairman to give them information on the individual he is suggesting to be appointed to a commission prior to Town Board meeting.

Chairman Dean Schwarz had a cost estimated from DelMor Nursery for wood chips for Ryan Park and Selwood Park of 90 yards for $2,550 per park for the Town Board consideration.  Chairman Dean Schwarz also stated that the berm around Selwood Park needs to be shaved off as it is not allowing the water to runoff.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to have wood chips put in at Selwood Park this year for a cost of $2,550.00, to get bids to fix the berm not to exceed $500.00 and to amend the Town Budget to take $1,000.00 from the reserve fund, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 

The Town of West Point has been asked to host the Sauk Prairie School Board 5th Monday meeting on July 30, 2012.  There are approximately 30 people that attend this meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to host the July 30, 2012 Sauk Prairie School Board meeting, 2nd by Dean Schwarz - motion carried unanimously.  It was stated that all Town Board member and sufficient other will help with the food preparation.

The Town Clerk brought up to the Town Board that the Election Salary and Election Expenses were going to be over budget.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to take $2,500.00 out of the contingence budget for Election Salary and Expenses, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously. 

The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting.  A copy of the bills, deposits, budget for 2012 were given to each town board member for their information.    A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to pay the bills as presented , 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.  The Town Clerk stated that we have not received the Worker’s Compensation bill for the insurance as we are getting a new insurance carrier – the premium will be directing taken out of the checking account.


Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer is recommending awarding Scott Construction to do the Seal Coating for a cost of $21,840.00 for the following roads:

· Pulvermacher Road (North End) - $2,900.00

· Barta Road (North End) - $2,900.00

· Vista View - $5,400.00

· Steckelberg Drive - $4,840.00

· Yngsdal Road - $2,900.00

· Schneller Road - $2,900.00

Chuck Bongard stated they will be coated chips.  Chuck Bongard also is recommending to have Scott Construction do an expenditure of $5,000.00 to blade and bring the shoulder back for time and material (bar sealing) on Golf Road.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Scott Construction to the seal coating with coated chips for the above named roads and to have the Town Engineer do bar sealing on Golf Road not to exceed $5,000.00, 2nd by Gordon Carncross -  motion carried unanimously. 
Chuck Bongard is recommending awarding Payne & Dolan the contract to do Pleasant View Drive (from State Highway 188 to Pleasant View Circle) which include intersection raise at Blackhawk Circle for a cost of $57,951.00.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to award the bid for reconstruction of Pleasant View Drive, Pleasant View Circle and raising the intersection at Blackhawk Circle for a cost of $57,951.00, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously. 
A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action on vacating Boehmer, Hanneman, Greimel, and Price Roads, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously. 
Town Engineer, Chuck Bongard is recommending to the Town Board a cost of $7,000.00 for regrading or culvert installation on Town of West Point Ryan Park property adjacent to State Highway 188.  Chuck Bongard is recommending lowering the ditch grade – open cut which would be less maintenance.  The estimate does include Erosion mat.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the Town Engineer investigate using a local person to bid and to ask Columbia County Highway for an estimate also and come back to the Town Board at the July 12th Town Board meeting, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.  Gordon Carncross stated is in favor of the open cut.

Culvert on Chrislaw Road was brought up to the Town Board for discussion.  Town Engineer, Chuck Bongard stated that there is a dangerous drop off at the blacktop edge, and the culvert may have been used as an animal pass.  Chuck Bongard stated that 2 beam guards would be needed (one across the top and one down).  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the Town Engineer talk to Columbia County highway to investigate the culvert and to talk to a private contractor, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 
Resolution #06-14-2012 authorizing the Expenditure of Funds from the Lodi Area Ems Building Rental Account was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adopt Resolution #06-14-2012 authorizing the Expenditure of Funds from the Lodi Area Ems Building Rental Account, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 
 A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action on changing the Lodi Fire Budget to purchase updated turn out gear, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously. 
Dave Padley came before the Town Board of the Town of West Point asking for consideration of removing the Slow No Wake on Crystal Lake.  Dave Padley presented the Town Board with a map of Crystal Lake with a 300 foot from shore, and the area of Schoepp’s Resort and Crystal Lake RV Resort would be located a no wake area.  That would leave 2/3 of Crystal Lake not in a no wake zone so there could be water skiing etc.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross opposing removing the no wake for Crystal Lake, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 3 – no 2 – motion carried.
A renewal contract for the cropland at Ryan Park was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  The contract had expired in February 28, 2012.  Town Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that Bill Sellner has been taking the crops off this year and didn’t realize the contract had expired.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to renew Bill Sellner contract for renting the cropland at Ryan Park for 2012 and to renew at the contract in November, 2012, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 
A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to take a soil sample of the cropland at Ryan Park and to have it analysis not to exceed a cost of $200.00, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously. 

A VFW Fireworks Permit request has been received from Curt Diehl (J&M Displays) along with Certificate of Liability Insurance for June 30, 2012 show at the VFW Park.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant the Fireworks Permit for the Sauk Prairie VFW and J&M Displays for June 30, 2012, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.
