
TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 10, 2011 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  


The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 7:00 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor.  Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer. 


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to allow the Town Chairman to move the agenda as needed, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Citizen Input:  None.

Copies of the February 10th 2011 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by ​Gordon Carncross to approve the February 10th 2011 minutes, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of February 28, 2011 - $377,876.19; Park Fund $3,257.40 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,167.62 is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $2,214.32; and CD Savannah Tree is $2,097.99.  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of February.

Correspondence – Letter from Office of the Commissioner of Insurance regarding staff changes; Letter from WI Department of Natural Resources on current land that is enrolled in the Forest Crop Law or Managed Forest Law; Letters from Charter on changes in channel lineup and bundle packages; Letter from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin regarding Strategic Energy Assessment; Letters from MATC regarding vacancies and appointments; Job Descriptions for Lodi Area Fire Department for Administrator/Fire Inspector and Fire Chief; Copies of Lodi Area Fire Department 2010 Run Statistics for Town of West Point, City of Lodi and Town of Lodi; Protocols for the Lodi Area Fire Commission; Bridge Inspection Report (needs to Remove Brush at Wings); Letter from Columbia County Highway regarding Matching Highway Aid; Copy of a Letter from the Town of West Point to Columbia County Planning and Zoning regarding Columbia County Zoning Code Revisions; Contract with Gardiner Appraisal Service regarding revaluation for 2011; Pamphlet from Ruth Culver Community Library; Public Hearing to amend the Dane County Comprehensive Plan by Adopting the City of Fitchburg Farmland Preservation Plan; Letter for TMS (maintenance service); Letter  from A.D.Cole concerning local governments; and a letter from JoAnn Wipperfurth resigning from Lodi EMS but she would be interested in serving on the Lodi Fire Commission representing the Town of Lodi.
Mark Seidler a candidate for the Lodi School Board introduced himself and his qualifications to the Town Board and residents present.

Lonna Zeman, Town Treasurer read a chapter from Aldo Leopold on Burr Oak Tree.

A motion was made by Matt Zeman to take $16,057.51 from Highway Construction to Snow Plowing and to move $8,000.00 from Salt to Snow Plowing, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  
The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting.  A copy of the bills, deposits and budget for 2011 were given to each town board member for their information.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay all the bills that were presented, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.  

Each Town Board member were given a copy of the letter (re:  Columbia County Zoning Code Revisions) that Chairman Dean Schwarz and Chairman of the Plan Commission Kevin Kessler has sent to Columbia County Planning and Zoning.  
Columbia County has given the Town of West Point current zoning maps for review.  The following are property need to be looked at: 
· If a property owner would like to change zoning of their property this can be done now.  
· If a property is zoned recreational there can not be residential home on that property would need to be rezoned.
· The zoning map needs to be consistent with our Comprehensive Plan.

· Working Lands Initiative maybe dropped in the Governor budget.

· Columbia County Planning and Zoning will have a public hearing on the recommendations from the Town Board 

Columbia County Zoning Maps will be on the April Town Board meeting for review.


A motion was made by John Miller to postpone action on Fish, Crystal and Mud Lake District pumping, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried unanimously.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to have Kevin Kessler and Fred Madison review the proposed pumping plan prior to action of the Town Board, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  Chairman Dean Schwarz is to let Andy Morton at DNR know of the action.  In Kevin Kessler opinion the proposal of pumping ground water to the Lodi Marsh will not work – but he has not seen any reports.

Copies of the proposed financial report for 2010 were given to each town board member at the February meeting for their review.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the financial report/audit for 2010, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to move the fire pit at the West Point Transfer site in April prior to the construction dumpster in May, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.


Town Chairman to talk to Bill Casey at Columbia County Solid Waste about the recycling center.


Town Clerk Edith Eberle reported on the Redistricting for 2011.  The census for Wisconsin is 5,686,986 and increase of 6%.  The Town of West Point will be meeting in the future with Columbia County on ward boundaries in line with the proposed county supervisory district plans.


An operator’s license for Timothy J. Pelanek was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A copy of his seller/server certification was given to the Town of West Point.  Timothy will be working at Sunset Harbor Marina.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant an Operator’s License to Timothy J. Pelanek, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.


Resolution #04-2011-FC was read by Town Chairman Dean Schwarz for Kim Slezak for serving on the Lodi Area Fire Commission for two years.  The Resolution #04-2011-FC was presented to Kim Slezak.  Copy of this Resolution will be a permanent record of the Town of West Point and attached to these minutes.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to appoint Kevin Kessler to the Lodi Area Fire Commission for a term ending April, 2013, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.

Town Roads was discussed as follows:

Gordon Carncross went to a meeting and as part of the presentation was Agricultural Roads.  A booklet was given to the Town Board on Ag. Community Engagement to Build and Protect Better WI Roads and How Ag Can Play its Part.


The Town Clerk Edith Eberle stated that starting in March, 2011 the Town of West Point will be receiving a Franchise Fee from Merrimac Communications.


There was no Town Chairman Report.

 Plan Commission – Gordon reported on the February 17, 2011 meeting.

Town Park Committee – no met – the park committee will be meeting to inspect the playground equipment and trim the scrubs.
Copies of the minutes from Lodi Fire Commission meetings held on December 8, 2010, January 12, 2011, February 10, 2011 and March 9, 2011 were given to each Town Board member for their information. Kim Slezak gave the Town Board a report from the March 9, 2011 meeting 


 Bill Niemi stated that Sauk Fire District has not met.


 Outdoor Open Space Committee – the next meeting will be Monday, March 14th, 2011.    


No report for the Transfer Site.

John Miller reported that the Sauk EMS Committee will be meeting on March 17, 2011.


Lodi EMS Committee – Copies of the January 19, 2011 meeting were given to each town board member for their information.

Columbia County Report – no report.
